Step out from Tankersley to Wortley



Walk No 81
This is a circular walk of approximately 6.5 miles. The fairly level route includes stiles, field paths, woodland tracks and paved surfaces. 
Meet: Wentworth Industrial Park (turn 1st left after Premier Inn)

Post Code S75 3DP
Roadside parking. Customer toilets at MacDondalds
Route:

· From the access road to Mam Softwear and Sheffield Mutual friendly Society (Wentworth Office Park) walk to the open ground beyond and go straight ahead to the woods beyond.
· Turn left and walk under the A616 road to Manchester. 

· At the Cross Lane junction turn left and go down Bromley Carr Lane to Howbrook (1/2 mile).

· Go straight over the cross roads in the village and, passing the butter cross on your right hand side, walk 50m down Berry Lane before turning right.

· Walk up the access drive passing several secluded properties to the car park for Howbrook fishing pond. Keep right and climb a low stile into the field. Walk up this huge field and turn sharp left at the point where the woods begin and head towards them. The path travels downhill close to the woods on your right.

· At the bottom of the hill turn sharp right and after approximately 100m turn sharp left on a path that runs between the field boundary (LHS) and the woods (RHS).

· At the road (A 629) cross carefully to pick up the track opposite.

· The track ends at a metal field gate and a naughty stile. In the field turn left and follow round close to the field boundary. Climb a stile into the next field and continue with the hedge to your right. 

· At the top of this field turn sharp left and go through the gap in the wall to the next field.

· Turn sharp left and keeping the field boundary to your left travel up the field to the road.

· Turn right. After only 50m or so turn left. Note Cundy cross at the junction!

· Take the first track on the right hand side going round the metal gate to gain access.
· Follow the lane round to the right and note Wharncliffe Reservoir through the trees to your right. Continue on the bridle path past Moorside Farm, Moor End Farm and another farm complex within sight of the dual carriageway 

· The road surface improves here. Continue towards the main road and across a couple of cattle grids before turning sharp left under the road. 

· Aim slightly right after the tunnel across a cattle grid and climb the stile into the field.

· Another stile takes you into a second field and a final one gets you to the road.

· Cross the road to pick up the footpath as it continues opposite around the new sport fields.

· At the far side of the sports ground turn right onto the footpath beside a dry stone wall. This ancient pathway exits onto the road at Wortley by passing between, and under, two houses! Turn left and walk past the church and the pub.
· Cross this busy road with great care and walk past the village post office and tea rooms (RSH) to the access drive straight ahead. You are now on the Trans Pennine Trail.

· Follow this track for 1.5 miles across the Wortley estate admiring the wonderful views.

· Exit onto the road at Westwood Lodge and cross it to the woods. After 15m turn left.

· Follow the path through the woods as far as the green mesh boundary fence of the Upper Tankersley (or Wentworth!) Industrial Park.

· Turn right and follow the footpath over the stile into the open ground.

· Keeping close to the green mesh boundary fence cross the field. Continue into the next field and walk in the same direction back to the starting point.
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
